Safety

reference.
This appliance can be used by children aged from
8 years and above and persons with reduced physical,
sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience
and knowledge if they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe
way and understand the hazards involved.
Children shall not play with the appliance. Cleaning and
user maintenance shall not be made by children
without supervision.

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Information about the device

Device description
The air cooler lowers the room temperature to a comfortable
degree by evaporation-based cooling.

The device is filled with cold water or optionally with ice cubes
and / or ice packs in order to cool down the incoming warm air
at the evaporation filter and to blow out the cold air thus
generated via the fan.

Besides its cooling function, the device can also be used for air
freshening: thanks to an integrated air filter and the evaporation
filter's honeycomb structure, the sucked-in air is filtered and
humidified.

The fan speed can be set to four stages.

The discharge direction of the cooled air can be manually
adjusted via the ventilation flaps as well as via the optionally
selectable automatic swing mode.

The device has a night mode enabling ultra-silent operation at
bedtime.

Moreover, using the timer function, the device can be switched
on or off automatically with time delay.

The device can be operated via the control panel at the device
or via the infrared remote control.

The device can be operated in an energy-efficient manner. If
none of the operating elements have been actuated for a period
of 60 seconds, the LEDs are automatically switched off.

The device is equipped with an overheating protection that
switches off the air cooler in case of overheating.

Notice

Transport
To make the device easier to transport, it is fitted with wheels.

To make the device easier to transport, it is fitted with a carry
handle.

Before transporting the device, observe the following:
• Switch the device off.

• Hold onto the mains plug while pulling the power cable out
of the mains socket.

• Empty the water tank.

• Do not use the power cable to drag the device.

• Only wheel the device on firm and level surfaces.

After transporting the device, proceed as follows:
• Set up the device in an upright position after transport.

Storage
Before storing the device, proceed as follows:
• Empty and clean the water tank prior to storage (see

chapter Maintenance).

• Allow the evaporation filter to dry prior to storage.
Otherwise the device may distribute a musty smell after
restart.

• Hold onto the mains plug while pulling the power cable out
of the mains socket.

When the device is not being used, observe the following
storage conditions:
• Store the device in a dry location and protected from frost

and heat.

• Store the device in an upright position where it is protected
from dust and direct sunlight.

• If required, use a cover to protect the device from invasive
dust.

• Place no further devices or objects on top of the device to
prevent it from being damaged.

• Remove the batteries from the remote control.

Assembly and start-up

Unpacking the device
1. Open the cardboard box and take the device out.
2. Completely remove the packaging.
3. Fully unwind the power cable. Make sure that the power

cable is not damaged and that you do not damage it during
unwinding.

Start-up
When positioning the device, observe the minimum distance
from walls or other objects as described in the chapter
Technical annex.

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• Before restarting the device, check the condition of the
power cable. If there are doubts as to the sound condition,
contact the customer service.

Switching the device on
Once you have completely installed the device as described in
the Start-up chapter, you can switch it on:
1. Press the On / Off button (21) on the device.

ð An acoustic signal is emitted.
ð The device starts automatically.
ð The Ventilation LED (26) is illuminated.
ð The fan speed is indicated on the segment display.
ð If none of the operating elements have been actuated

for a period of approx. 60 s, the LEDs are automatically
switched off.

Setting the operating mode
The device comes with the following operating modes:
• Air cooling
• Ventilation
• Night mode
• Air freshening
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Air cooling
The air cooling mode can be switched on in addition during all
other operating modes.

During air cooling mode, the pump is switched on and the water
is distributed over the evaporation filter to cool the circulating
air with water. If the water tank is empty, the Air cooling
LED (22) flashes.

Please proceed as follows to activate air cooling:
ü The water tank (7) must be filled up with water at least to

the minimum filling level.
1. Press the Air cooling button (17).

ð The Air cooling LED (22) is illuminated.
ð The pump starts.

2. Use the buttons Decrease value (19) or Increase value (20)
to adjust the desired fan speed.
ð The set fan speed is indicated on the segment display.

3. Press the Cooling button (17) again to switch air cooling
off.
ð The Sleep LED (22) goes out.
ð The device continues to run in the previously selected

operating mode with the pump being switched off.

Notice
When Air cooling mode is activated, the air and
evaporation filter must not be removed, otherwise the
water from the filter will drip down into the device.

Ventilation
In ventilation mode, you can select all 4 fan speeds manually.

Please proceed as follows to activate ventilation:
1. Press the Mode button (15) until the Ventilation LED (26) is

illuminated.
2. Use the buttons Decrease value (19) or Increase value (20)

to adjust the desired fan speed.
ð The set fan speed is indicated on the segment

display (24).

Air freshening
In Air freshening mode, the fan speed increases and decreases
alternately to generate a pleasant, natural air stream.

Please proceed as follows to activate air freshening:
1. Press the Mode button (15) until the Air freshening

LED (26) is illuminated.
2. Use the buttons Decrease value (19) or Increase value (20)

to adjust the desired fan speed.
ð In air freshening mode, only the fan speeds

stage 1 and 2 can be selected.
ð The set fan speed is indicated on the segment

display (24).

Night mode
Night mode can be activated in combination with the fan
stage 1 and 2 and air cooling. Fan stage 3 cannot be selected in
night mode.
1. Press the Mode button (15) until the Night mode LED (26)

is illuminated. Also select the desired fan speed.
ð Fan stage 1: The device runs in air freshening mode.
ð Fan stage 2: The device operates in air freshening mode

and after 30 minutes switches over to fan stage 1.

Info
If you activate air cooling, an alarm signal will be
emitted when the water tank is empty, even in night
mode.

Setting the timer
The timer has two modes of operation:
• automatic switch-on upon expiry of a preset number of

hours.

• automatic switch-off upon expiry of a preset number of
hours.

The number of hours can be set in increments of 0.5 hours (0 h
to 3 h) or in increments of 1 hour (3 h to 10 h).

Automatic switch-on
ü The device is now in standby mode.
1. Press the Timer button (18).

ð Timer programming is activated and the LED Timer (23)
is illuminated.

ð The number of hours flashes on the segment
display (24) for approx. 5 seconds.

2. Press the Decrease value (19) or Increase value button (20)
until the desired number of hours is indicated on the
segment display (24).
ð The number of hours flashes on the segment

display (24) for approx. 5 seconds and then indicates
the set fan speed.

ð The set operating modes (LEDs) are flashing.
3. Press the Mode button (15) to select the desired operating

mode.
4. Press the Air cooling button (22) to activate or deactivate

air cooling.
5. Press the Swing button (16) to activate or deactivate the

swing function.
ð The settings flash on the display for approx. 5 seconds.

ð The timer setting equals the desired number of hours.
ð The device automatically starts in the selected operating

modes and in the set fan speed after the set number of
hours has elapsed.

ð The LEDs will switch off after approx. 60 seconds.
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Notes regarding automatic switch-on:
• Timer programming is active if the LEDs are flashing on

the display.

• After the display has switched off, the settings can be
indicated by pressing the Timer (18) button.

• Manually switching the device on disables the automatic
switch-on function.

• If the power supply is interrupted, the timer will be
deactivated.

Swing function

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Activities required before starting maintenance

Visual inspection of the inside of the device for dirt
1. Remove the air filter.
2. Use a torch to illuminate the openings of the device.
3. Check the inside of the device for dirt.
4. If you see a thick layer of dust, have the inside of the

device cleaned by a specialist electrical company or by
Trotec.

5. Put the air filter back in.

Cleaning the housing
Clean the housing with a soft, damp and lint-free cloth. Make
sure that no moisture enters the housing. Protect electrical
components from moisture. Do not use any aggressive cleaning
agents such as cleaning sprays, solvents, alcohol-based or
abrasive cleaners to dampen the cloth.

Cleaning the water tank

Warning
Use citric acid as cleaning/descaling agent for the
water tank. Always wear gloves and protection glasses
when cleaning the device since the acid may have
caustic effects. Additionally, please observe the
manufacturer's specifications and hazard warnings for
citric acid.

Notice
Clean the device with citric acid if you detect visible
signs of limescale. To clean the device, heat it to
max. 40 °C. Otherwise, the formation of citrate may
cause damages to the device.

The water tank should be cleaned every 3 days if actively used.
Empty and clean the water tank before a longer period of non-
use or storage and prior to recommissioning (e.g. if the unit has
been stored for several months and is dusty).
1. Release the water tank by turning the clip from its vertical

position into the horizontal position.

2. Pull the water tank out a little from the device.
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3. Release the pump and remove it from the water tank by
turning the locking lever 90° in counter-clockwise
direction.

4. Take the pump out of the water tank. While doing this,
make sure not to damage or loosen the connected cable or
the hose attached to the pump.

5. Remove the water tank from the device.
6. Clean the tank with citric acid. Allow the citric acid to work

for max. 20 minutes.
7. Rinse the inside of the device with water and remove

limescale from the water tank.
8. Dry the inside of the tank with a lint-free cloth.
9. Fill the water tank with fresh drinking water if you want to

continue operation (see chapter Adding water).
10. Refit the water tank into the device.

11. Secure the pump in the water tank by inserting it into the
retainer and turning the locking lever 90° clockwise.

12. Lock the water tank by turning the clip from its horizontal
position into the vertical position.

Cleaning the air filter
The air filter has to be cleaned as soon as it is dirty. This is
brought to light e.g. by a reduced capacity (see chapter Errors
and faults).

Warning
Ensure that the air filter is not worn or damaged. The
corners and edges of the air filter must not be
deformed or rounded. Before reinserting the air filter,
make sure that it is undamaged and dry!

1. Remove the air filter from the device.

2. Open the filter lock.

3. Remove the evaporation filter from the air filter.
4. Remove the air filter from the retainer.

5. Clean the filter using a slightly damp, soft, lint-free cloth. If
the filter is heavily contaminated, clean it with warm water
mixed with a neutral cleaning agent.

6. Allow the filter to dry completely. Do not insert a wet filter
into the device!

7. Reinsert the air filter into the retainer.
8. Reinsert the evaporation filter to the air filter.

9. Close the filter lock.

10. Reinsert the air filter into the device.
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Replacing the evaporation filter

Notice
When set to air cooling mode, the device must not be
operated without the evaporation filter, otherwise
cooling will not work.

Notice
Do not operate the device without an inserted air filter!
Without the air filter, the inside of the device will be
heavily contaminated. This could reduce the
performance and result in damage to the device.

The evaporation filter should be replaced in case of heavy
soiling.

In standard operation, the interval for replacing the evaporation
filter is approx. 1 year.

Allow the evaporation filter to dry before removing it from the
device.
1. Remove the holder for the air filter from the device.

2. Open the filter lock.

3. Remove the evaporation filter from the holder for the air
filter.

4. Dispose of used evaporation filter according to the national
regulations.

5. Insert the new evaporation filter into the holder for the air
filter.

6. Close the filter lock.
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7. Insert the evaporation filter and the holder for the air filter
with the air filter into the device.
