Before turning on the computer, ensure that there are no loose screws or metal
components on the motherboard or anywhere within the computer case.

If you need help during any installation step, please consult a certified computer
technician.

Always turn off the power supply and unplug the power cord from the power outlet
before installing or removing any computer component.

Keep this motherboard away from humidity.

Make sure that your electrical outlet provides the same voltage as is indicated on
the PSU, before connecting the PSU to the electrical outlet.

Place the power cord such a way that people can not step on it. Do not place
anything over the power cord.

Installing the CPU to the AM5 socket

The surface of the AM5 CPU has two notches and a golden triangle to assist in
correctly lining up the CPU for motherboard placement. The golden triangle is the Pin
1 indicator.

To install the CPU, align the two notches on the AM5 socket with the two
corresponding notches on the CPU. Please ensure that the gold triangle on the CPU
serves as the PIN 1 indicator during the installation process.

e When changing the processor, the system configuration could be cleared and reset
BIOS to default values, due to the AM5 processor’s architecture.

Please ensure that the motherboard and power supply are turned off and always
disconnect the power cord from the power outlet before installing or removing the
CPU.

Please retain the CPU protective cap after installing the processor. MSI will deal
with Return Merchandise Authorization [RMA) requests if only the motherboard
comes with the protective cap on the CPU socket.

Whenever the CPU is not installed, always protect the CPU socket pins by covering
the socket with the protective cap.

The CPU should only fit in one orientation, so do not force it. Gently place the CPU
into the socket without applying excessive pressure.

Please handle the CPU by the edges only; avoid touching the pins or the surface of
the CPU. Any damage to the pins can result in a malfunctioning CPU.

When installing a CPU, always remember to install a CPU heatsink. A CPU heatsink
is necessary to prevent overheating and maintain system stability.

Please install the CPU cooler according to the manufacturer’s instructions. Make
sure it is securely a tight seal with the CPU and attached to the motherboard to
ensure proper heat dissipation.

Overheating can seriously damage the CPU and motherboard. Always make sure the
cooling fans work properly to protect the CPU from overheating. Be sure to apply an
even layer of thermal paste [or thermal tape] between the CPU and the heatsink to
enhance heat dissipation.

This motherboard is designed to support overclocking. Before attempting to
overclock, please make sure that all other system components can tolerate
overclocking. Any attempt to operate beyond product specifications is not
recommended. MSI® does not guarantee the damages or risks caused by inadequate
operation beyond product specifications.

proper orientation. Do not force the module into the slot; it should slide in easily if
properly aligned.

To ensure system stability for Dual channel mode, memory modules must be of the
same type, number and density.

Some memory modules may operate at a lower frequency than the marked value
when overclocking due to the memory frequency operates dependent on its Serial
Presence Detect (SPD). Go to BIOS and find the DRAM Speed to set the memory
frequency if you want to operate the memory at the marked or at a higher frequency.

It is recommended to use a more efficient memory cooling system for full DIMMs
installation or overclocking.

The stability and compatibility of installed memory module depend on installed CPU
and devices when overclocking.
