4. Do not let cord hang over edge of table or
counter, or touch hot surfaces.

If the
appliance is damaged or broken, do not repair
yourself, if the power cord or the plug is broken
or damaged, do not repair or change yourself,
please send the appliance to qualified service
center for repair or service.

6. Unplug from outlet when not in use and
before cleaning.

4. When the green ‘Ready’ indicator comes on,
you can put sandwich onto the baking plates.

5. Slowly press the upper baking plate on the
bread till the upper baking plate is locked
tightly with the lower baking plate.

6. Open the sandwich maker in 2~5 minutes.
Sandwiches are ready. Time of making
sandwiches depends on the type of sandwich,
ingredients and personal taste.

7. Use the wooden tools (such as small scoop) to
take sandwich out of the sandwich maker. Do
not use sharp and hard metal tools to take out
the sandwiches!

8. After making sandwiches, take the plug out of
the socket.

9. Clean the sandwich maker.
